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Historical Sketch

When Sarah B. Withers died in 1897, she left her home at 305 West Locust Street in
Bloomington, Illinois to the trustees of the Second Presbyterian Church of Bloomington for use
as a home for aged and indigent women, naming it “The Jessamine Withers Home” in honor of
her adopted daughter, who had died in 1892. However, due to a lack of money for operating the
home, it could not immediately be used for its intended purpose. In 1900, Martha D. Horr
donated funds to the Withers Home for the construction of Horr cottage, a building designed
specifically for use as a home for the elderly. Shortly afterwards, Colonel D. C. Smith donated
$5,000 to the Withers Home, followed by a gift of $500 from Lavina Richardson and a further
$1,000 bequeathed by Martha D. Horr to the home upon her death. In 1913, Civil War veteran
Captain S. Noble King indicated in his will that his 240-acre farm was to pass to the “Old Ladies
Home of Bloomington” upon the death of his wife. However, his widow chose to relinquish her
rights to the property, allowing it to pass directly to the Withers Home, and after a $5,000
remodeling, the home was opened to residents for the first time on May 12, 1914. The Withers
Home was incorporated on May 15, 1914, with the trustees of the Second Presbyterian Church of
Bloomington acting as trustees and directors of the Jessamine Withers Home Corporation. The
operation of the home was overseen by the Board of Lady Managers, which consisted of one
member from each Protestant church in Bloomington-Normal, ten additional members from
Bloomington-Normal, and ten members from areas of McLean County outside Bloomington-
Normal. This board met once a month and was broken into groups like the Executive Committee,
the Linen and Bedding Committee, the Grounds Committee, and many others that oversaw
various aspects of the home’s operation. The board also selected a superintendent that managed
the day-to-day affairs of the home, from seeing that the residents were provided with meals to
keeping accounts of all donations.

A statement by the Board of Lady Managers in 1932 specified that the home was meant
to be “a home in the true sense of the word” and that they intended to avoid allowing the home to
“become at all institutional.” The guidelines for admittance to the home set by the Second
Presbyterian Church of Bloomington trustees specified that women seeking residence in the
home had to be at least sixty-five years old, residents of McLean County for at least a year prior
to application, single or widowed, ladies of “respectability and reduced circumstances,” in
“reasonably good health,” and “free from mental or contagious diseases.” Accepted applicants
lived in the home for a six-month probationary period. If the applicant adequately followed the
rules and guidelines of the Withers Home, which, among other things, specified that each
resident was to keep her room tidy, eat at the dining table with the other residents, and notify the
superintendent if she planned to leave the house for more than a day, she was eligible to become
a permanent resident. In addition, each woman was expected to pay a $500 entrance fee,
relinquish any personal property she owned to the home, and provide a black silk dress for her
burial.

The Jessamine Withers Home expanded in the following decade. The donations of
women like Mary V. Ropp and Margaret Kendall allowed another cottage to be constructed on
the Withers Home property, increasing the capacity of the home to twenty-three women. By the
home’s twentieth anniversary, a total of fifty-five women had lived under the care of the Withers
Home during its two decades of operation. However, the increasingly stringent regulations on
nursing homes adopted by the state in the following years began to make it more difficult for the
home to operate. The home’s trustees also feared that the open medical clause in the contracts



between the home and the residents could bankrupt the home if a resident accumulated large
medical bills. Due to these concerns, the trustees began to reduce the size of the Withers Home.
In 1957, seventy-five acres of the home’s land was sold to General Electric, and in 1960, land at
the corner of East Walnut Street and Clinton Ave that the Withers Home had purchased with the
intention of building a new home was sold to William E. Froelich for the construction of
Heritage Manor, a nursing home, with the understanding that the sixteen women occupying the
Withers Home at that time could move to the new building. The money from the Withers Home
trust continued to cover the costs of these women while they lived in Heritage Manor. In 1963,
Trinity Church purchased the original site of the Withers Home for the construction of a new
school, and the house donated by Sarah B. Withers and the other Withers Home buildings were
demolished. In 1965, the remaining land owned by the Withers Home was sold to Bloomington
Industrial Development Corporation at $2000 an acre for a total of $320,000.

After the construction of Westminster Village in Bloomington, money from the Withers
Home trust was used to purchase four of the building’s apartments that were then available for
the use of women supported by the trust. Additional funds were used to help residents of local
nursing homes and to supplement the income of elderly, struggling people in the area. However,
despite the new uses the money was put to and the continued growth of the trust through
investment, the trustees found fewer and fewer women who qualified for aid by the trust in the
following years, particularly as public aid became available to elderly people who had exhausted
their resources. In addition, the condition that all the personal property remaining to women
supported by the Withers Home after burial costs must be transferred to the home reduced the
number of people seeking its aid. As of 1998, only four women were being aided by the Withers
Home trust, and one of the apartments at Westminster Village had been sold due to lack of
demand. With fewer women qualifying for aid, the interest and dividends earned by the fund
were reinvested rather than spent, and in 1998 the trust was worth four million dollars.
According to Reverend Philip Queen, the minister of the Second Presbyterian Church in
Bloomington that year, he and the other trustees of the fund hoped to find new ways in which the
fund could be used again for its original purpose of aiding elderly and indigent women in
McLean County in the near future.
